Create individual ornaments for each of the items below, then those ornaments can be selected off 

the tree until all requests have been selected. Have a collection box for participants to return their 

items. Or, along the same lines, consider a “Christmas in July” mission project and collect items in 

summer, but in keeping with a Christmas theme! Perhaps your child has suggested they forego 

additional birthday gifts and instead request gifts for orphans be brought to his/her party. Any time of 

the year is a great time for this wonderful mission opportunity. Children and youth will enjoy selecting 

items and returning them to your drop box location. 

 

This is a suggested list based on items that have been popular in the past! 

 Socks, dark colors preferred by boys, fun characters or themes preferred by girls 

 Fun toothbrushes, colors, themes, characters 

 Brushes, combs 

 Winter items such as scarves, gloves, hats 

 Stationary type items, such as small pretty notepads, notecards, stickers, decorative pencils, cool 

pens, markers 

 Rubber or stretch bracelets, perhaps imprinted with faith based words  

 Small/Light toys, such as yo-yo's, toy cars, small rubber balls, small action figures, small dolls (not 

Barbie size), beanie babies, slinky, happy meal toys 

 Packs of Trading Cards such as sports teams, popular characters 

 Christian Music CD’s 

 Fun girl makeup items such as flavored lip glosses 

 Candy, non-chocolate, like packs of Nerds, Pop Rocks, Gummy Bears, Jelly Belly's 

 Small, travel size board games or card games such as UNO, skipbo, etc 

 Wallets, both boys and girls styles, especially if they have a zipper compartment for change 

 Inexpensive wristwatch, mega-marts for less than $5 each sometimes 

 Slippers/House shoes, all sizes/styles, worn frequently in European orphanages 

 Sewing supplies 

 Small Lego sets, small puzzles 

 Hair accessories for girls
